NJDEP DRINKING WATER SUPPLY UPDATE
(4/15/26)

With the latter end of March, and beginning of April showing below
average rainfall, dry conditions continue to negatively impact water
supply indicators. Consistent rainfall across the entire state remains
necessary to improve water supply conditions, and as such, New Jersey
remains in a Drought Warning. As the growing season begins New
Jersey residents are strongly encouraged to practice water conservation
and Use Water Wisely.

NJ Rainfall totals this week
Between 0.13 and 0.89 inches of precipitation were observed between
last week’s Drinking Water Supply Indicators (4/3/26) and this week’s
(4/10/26).

NIDEP continues to monitor the situation closely, updating the indica-
tors weekly, and keeping the public informed as conditions evolve.

Next Update: 4/22/26-4/23/26

Spring Water Conservation Guidance
* Limit lawn watering
* Plant drought-tolerant, native plants
* Consider postponing seeding until wetter conditions emerge
 Use mulch to prevent evaporation
* Install a rain barrel, and use for hand watering
 Use a commercial car wash that recycles water instead of washing
your car at home
* Use a broom instead of a hose to clean sidewalks
* Check for leaks around your home and yard
* Install water-efficient fixtures and appliances
