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 BOROUGH TAX INFORMATION
The New Jersey State Statutes charges the Tax Collector with collecting funds needed to 
support Local Government, County Government, School Districts, and Fire Districts.

Tax Collection Due Dates are as follows: February 1st, May 1st, August 1st, and Novem-
ber 1st.

Grace Period: By resolution, the Borough Council permits a grace period. The Grace 
period for the current year is 10 calendar days. All Tax payments are to be received in the 
Tax Collector’s Office by 4:30 pm on the tenth day of the month in which they are due. 
Should the tenth fall on a weekend or holiday, the following regular business day will be 
the last day of the grace period. Any payments received after 4:30 pm will be posted on the 
following business day with all interest and penalties due for that posting date.
