Jersey law regarding the use of electric bicycles (e-bikes). These changes were enacted on January
19, 2026 to improve safety for riders, pedestrians, and motorists throughout the state. o 19 ' enma es

One of the most significant updates is the minimum age requirement. Under current New Jersey aur suth Hﬂ“ﬂi is T I] i S Jll I;.rl I

law, no person under the age of 15 is permitted to operate an electric bicycle.

In addition to the age requirement, the law now includes several other important provisions:

o Individuals ages 15-16 are required to obtain a motorized bicycle license or permit.
